Instructions for MGA Dosing
1. Find your Genus on the spreadsheet

2. Use the recommended Dose to calculate the implant weight by multiplying the number next to the Genus name by the animal’s body weight in kilograms 

(dose recommended * per kg body weight)
3. This will give you the weight in grams of the implant needed for contraception

4. Send prescription to ZooPharm and include implant weight, taxonomic name and ID/ISIS number of individual on the script (fax number: 307-721-3801).

Important Notes:

· You should not round up the dose; by doing so you may expose the animal to higher levels of progestins than necessary, which could be harmful.

· If you have a preference for the diameter of implant, make note of the syringe size on the prescription you send to ZooPharm.  
· Your choices for diameter are:

· 1cc syringe barrel (small)

· 3cc syringe barrel (medium)

· 6cc syringe barrel (large)

· In rare cases very large implants may be made in 12cc syringe.  
· Keep in mind the implant may be long and thin or short and fat depending on the implant weight.
· Please record the prescription number assigned to your implant for future reporting to the Wildlife Contraception Center.  We will no longer be tracking implants by Authorization number.

If your Genus does not appear on the spreadsheet, MGA implants are either not recommended for this species or the dosage is not well established.  Note: MGA implants are not recommended for any carnivore species.  Contact us directly with questions. 
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
